The Dogarun Free Trade-Industrial Zone Organization is one of the
newly established free trade-industrial zone authorities of the Islamic
Republic of Iran. Itis located at the eastern border crossing of Dogarun
—thefirstand oldest official border gateway of Iran in the east — mark-
ingtheintersection point with the neighboring country of Afghanistan.

The Dogarun Free Trade-Industrial Zone Organization has been es-
tablished on an area of 8,700 hectares at the zero point of Iran’s east-
ern border.

According to the laws of the Islamic Republic of Iran, this Organization
servesasthefullyauthorized representative ofthe lranian Government
withinits designated territory. All matters related to the decision-mak-
ingand operations of domesticand foreign economicactors withinthe
Zonefallunderthe authority of the Organization.

According to the provisions of the Organization’s Articles of Associa-
tion, the main objectives include:

the attraction and development of investments, facilitation of produc-
tion and trade, job creation, increase of non-oil exports, development
of regionalinfrastructure, balanced enhancement of foreign trade vol-
ume, promotion and development of modern technologies, and diver-
sification of financial resource mobilization methods, with an empha-
sison foreign capital inflows.

* Commercial transactions conducted inside the
Free Zone are exempt from national export and im-
port regulations.

*Freeinflow and outflow of capitalandrepatriation
of profits generated from economic activitiesin the
Zone.

*Fullguarantee and protection of the legal rights of
foreigninvestors.

* Company registration is facilitated directly by the
Dogharoun Free Trade-Industrial Zone Organiza-
tion.

*100% ownership permitted for foreigninvestors.
* Exemption from customs duties and commercial
profit taxes for goods produced within the Zone
upon entry into the domestic market.

* Visa-free entry for all foreign nationals into the
Free Zone.

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Exports:

The Dogarun Free Trade-Industrial Zone
Organization serves as the gateway for Iranian
manufactured goods and transit commodities
from other countries entering through Iran to
meet the market demands of the friendly nation
of Afghanistan.
